What I1s the ESP ?

The employer-set project is a classroom-based assessment undertaken in controlled conditions, (not invigilated
conditions) as prescribed within the candidate and centre guidance packs.

The core employer set project (ESP) sub-component assesses the skills and application of the core knowledge of
the TQ.

Each project will be developed together with employers in the industry to reflect realistic types of developments,
activities and challenges.

The project is linked to the core skills: the candidate and centre guidance packs.

The project is made up of a number of tasks which all relate to the same Employer-set project brief, Each ESP will
have different tasks relating to the specific pathways. For example in EMPC the tasks are:

* Research

* Report

« Design

* Present

The ESP is in the form of a realistic brief to be achieved through completion of research, plan, present, review
tasks designed to elicit appropriate evidence for assessment under specified assessment conditions.

A new brief and tasks will be set each series covering different topics.
