For those interested in a career as a wall and floor tiler in the construction industry, this
gualification is the ideal starting point.

You probably have little
or no previous experience of wall and floor tiling, and have little or no knowledge of the
construction sector. You will be seeking to develop skills and knowledge of the trade in
order to progress to further learning and specialisation.

This qualification helps prepare you for work in the construction industry, with a specific
focus on wall and floor tiling. You are likely to progress on to the Level 2 Diploma in Wall
and Floor Tiling. You can then progress on to study the NVQ, either as part of an
apprenticeship, or as a standalone qualification. You may progress on to any of the
following qualifications:
